"Waka ahchi moo moo."
‘Cows say moo moo”

Chukmasi says

"Chi pisa la cho, waka."
"See you later cows”

Scene 3: Ofi (Dogs)

Chikasha Sipokni leads Chukmasi to his dogs and says
"Yuppa ah ofi."

"These are my dogs.”

The dogs hold their hand up over their eyes and look around and say

"Chukma. Ah pisali.”
"Hello. We are watching.”

All the kids say

"Ofi ahchi woochi, woochi”
"Dogs say Woochi Woochi”

Chukmasi says
“Chi pisa la cho, ofi."

"See you later cows”
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Scene 4: Shuk-oshi (Pigs)

Chikasha Sipokni leads Chukmasi to his pigs and says
"Yuppa ah shuk-oshi."

"These are my pigs.”

The pigs act like they are eating and say
"Chukma. Ah impa”

"Hello. We are eating

All the kids say
"Shuk-oshi ahchi oink, oink."

"Pigs say oink, oink"

Chukmasi says

“Chi pisa la cho, shuk-oshi."
See you later pigs.”

Scene 5: Pinti (Mice)

Chikasha Sipokni leads Chukmasi to his barn and says
“Yappa ah picha.”

"This is my barn.”

The mice come out from behind the barn and say

"Pinti ahchi squeak squeak.”
‘Mice say squeak, squeak”

All the kids say

"Pinti ahchi squeak squeak.”
‘Mice say squeak, squeak”

Chukmasi runs off the stage and the mice chase her.

Chikasha Sipokni stomps his foot and says

Keyo Anowa
‘Not Again!”
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
